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Scenario Writing

In a short story format (1500 words maximum), the FPS Scenario Writer uses plot and character development to describe a possible outcome of one of five predetermined topics. See the list topics on the Ohio Future Problem Solving Web Page.  To participate in the Scenario Writing Program, a student uses his/her imagination and creativity to develop a story set at least twenty years in the future. Each Scenario entrant will receive the future scenes and bibliographies for the current year. 

The registration fee also provides each coach with an evaluation of each scenario and tips on coaching the writer. A handbook, The Scenario Writers Guide, is available through the FPS catalog. The guide takes you on a step-by-step exploration of the scenario writing process, including techniques of scenario writing, information about scoring, suggested classroom activities, and samples of student work. Completed scenarios are submitted to the state office for evaluation in the appropriate division: Junior, grades 4-6; Intermediate, grades 7-9; Senior, grades 10-12. Judging is based on creative imagination, social and cultural influences, feelings and emotions, structure, futuristic thinking, reader interest, character development, mechanics, and style. Each scenario is carefully evaluated by a select group of trained scenario evaluators. Written feedback is sent to the student when judging is complete. The top three scenarios from each division are submitted to the International Future Problem Solving Scenario Competition for further evaluation. 

The Scenario Writing Program provides the individual student the opportunity to enrich his or her image of the future. The program may be used in schools registered for other FPS program components or by its self.
